The Quality Assurance and Accountability (QAA) team conducted an electronic Quarterly QA 
Review for King George DSS (KGDSS) for the review scheduled in June 2021.  The QAA team 
conducted a review of the foster care funding determinations of the identified cases as recently 
being opened for foster care in the months of January, February, and March 2021.  The period 
under review (PUR) for the cases identified as IV-E eligible in OASIS was from the entry into 
foster care date until April 30, 2021.  Our purpose was to collaborate with KGDSS in order to 
facilitate compliance with federal, state, and VDSS title IV-E requirements and guidance.  We 
also sought to assist the agency with a better understanding of implementing best practices to 
meet these requirements. 
 
During the course of the review, the QAA Team reviewed one new foster care funding case. 
 
As a result of the review, the QAA Team would like to take this time to thank the locality for 
providing the SPR timely and for a prompt response to questions that arose during the review.  
 
The QAA Team utilized the title IV-E Federal Review Instrument, and it served as the basis for 
evaluating compliance with all regulations.  The review team specifically sought information 
related to the following: 
 

• “Reasonable Efforts” and “Contrary to the Welfare” language on the Initial Court Orders; 
• Voluntary Placement Agreements that are signed and adjudicated within 180 days; 
• Timeliness of Court Hearings and adequacy of “Reasonable Efforts” language to finalize 

a permanency plan; 
• AFDC criteria for relative status, legal custody and removal homes; 
• Licensing and Safety Requirements  
• Appropriateness of payments; and 
• Adequate documentation in OASIS, LASER and local financial system. 

 
The QAA Team made the following observations and will allow the locality to make corrections 
as feasible on these items.  If the agency has identified financial errors that result in the agency 
making LASER adjustments, as a best practice, it is imperative the agency provide the QAA 
Team LASER documentation when completing their actions taken by the agency section of the 
attached Appendix.  The QAA Team will need to receive submission of the actions taken by 
your agency within 30 calendar days (07/07/21) with regards to any identified findings.
